MOTORIZED SHADE ASSEMBLY TO THE PARA IT LUMINAIRE

1. Check surfaces A, B, C, & D to make sure they
are smooth and that nothing protrudes past them.
On early Para II fixtures the screw heads <H)
protude out past surfoces A and C slightly, This may
cause o slight iInterference at assembly when the
shade frame slides post these screws.

2. Remove #10-24 pan head screw (E) from the
backside of the door frame. Leave the safety
coble attached to the screw.

3. HANDLE THE MOTORIZED SHADE FRAME BY

THE SIDES OF THE FRAME ONLY. Do hot handle

by the top, bottom, or motor covers. The motorized
shade must be Installed evenly to avold binding.

4, Locate channels (F & G> of the motorized shade
fraome, these channels accept the door frame of
the Para II luminaire. Slide the motorized shade frame
onto the door frame from the top as shown until
surface G is resting on surface B, The Motorized
shade must be inserted evenly to avoid binding.

5. Relnstall the #10-24 pan head screw (E> with the
safety cable attached through the hole In the back
of the Motorized Shade and into the hole in the
Para II luminaire frame.
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
